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BERLIN'S ARCHITECTURAL GEM

Hotel de Rome is located in the centre of Berlin, on Bebelplatz, off Unter den Linden. It is a 
conversion of a building constructed in 1889 by architect Ludwig Heim (appointed master 
builder of the government), which housed the head office of Dresdner Bank until 1945. This 
is one of the few luxury hotels in Berlin located in an original building making use of its full 
architectural splendour and thereby offering guests an authentic Berlin experience.

The ornate and classical design of the original building has been given a contemporary twist 
by designer Tommaso Ziffer, who also designed the Hotel de Russie in Rome. Tommaso Ziffer 
has been assisted by architects Aukett+Heese with Olga Polizzi and her design team at Rocco 
Forte Hotels.

The restaurant Parioli seats up to 120 and looks onto a large external terrace which will be 
used for al  fresco dining during the summer months.  Our chefs offer a cuisine based on 
traditional Mediterranean cooking. The Bebel Bar has a contemporary feel. It features a long 
bar overlooking Bebelplatz and a colannaded area. The Opera Court is a grand room with its 
original glazed ceiling. It is the focal point for coffee and afternoon tea.

The magnificent roof top terrace of Hotel de Rome offers breathtaking and spectacular views 
of the historical centre of Berlin. Not only the Berlin State Opera and the Cathedral of St. 
Hedwig, but also the cathedral Berliner Dom, the TV tower and many other highlights of the 
city are literally within grasp.

The spa has a steam, sauna and relaxation area, and a fully-equipped gym. The original vault 
of the bank has become a 20 metre  swimming pool.  A range of therapies and health and 
beauty treatments are provided in the six treatment rooms.

The impressive ballroom has a double-height ceiling with a glazed roof and accommodates 
receptions for up to 220 people. The hotel has five meeting rooms and can accommodate up 
to 120 people. All have natural light, are equipped with the latest technology, and can be 
accessed via a separate entrance.

Location
Central  location  in  the  former  east  part  of  Berlin 
called  “Mitte”.  Hotel  de  Rome  is  located  on 
Bebelplatz, off Unter den Linden, not far from the 
Brandenburg  Gate  and  opposite  the  Humboldt 
University in the heart of Berlin. To the right of the 
hotel  is  the  opera  house  “Staatsoper  unter  den 
Linden” and,  to the  left,  the  former  royal  library, 
now  the  university  law  school.  Berlin  is  one  of 
Europe’s centres of culture offering music, art and 
museums of the highest quality.

Directions
By Train
The  new  main  station  is  3  km  away  from  the  hotel,  
approximately ten minutes away by taxi.

By Air
The hotel is just 12 km from the main Tegel International  
Airport  and  takes  approximately  twenty  minutes  by  car.  
Berlin  Schönefeld  Airport  is  21  km  away,  approximately  
forty minutes by car.  

By Car
From the south, west and north:
Take  highway  A111  towards  Berlin  Zentrum.  It  changes  
soon afterwards to A110. Come off at exit  6 (Spandauer  
Damm) and turn left. Go past the Charlottenburger Schloss  
and turn  right  into  the Otto-Suhr-Allee.  Continue all  the  
way  to  the  Ernst-Reuter-Platz  roundabout  and  take  the 
third exit into Strasse des 17 Juni.At the next roundabout,  
Siegessäule or Großer Stern, take the second exit up to the  
Brandenburg Gate. Just before the Brandenburg Gate turn  
right into Ebertstrasse and then first left into Behrenstrasse.  
Continue until  you intercept  Bebelplatz.  You will  see  the  
hotel on your right.
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
